Lead: Eight of spades – promising one higher card - to the four, ten and queen.
North - South did, at both tables reach, six hearts with South as declarer. Andrzej Wilkosz of Poland drew trumps in three rounds and eliminated spades, with a rough in the closed, and diamonds ending up in dummy. He then played a small club from dummy when the position was:

The idea was to cover east’s card as cheaply as possible and hope that this would endplay West. East, Björn Fallenius, played the eight of clubs which forced Wilkosz to play the queen. West, Magnus Lindkvist, won with the king and returned a low club. 
According to the principle of restricted choice one should now play low from dummy. The restricted choice is the fact that without the nine East must play the eight but might play either of them with both cards. The polish declarer elected to play low from dummy and as West held the nine of clubs he had the pleasure to make his slam. Later on he said that he believed in using the cards he had been dealt but not in the principle of restricted choice. Since fortune had dealt him the seven of clubs he had decided to use it.
Declarer at the other table was Tommy Gullberg of Sweden. He noted that East had been troubled by the lead and was uncertain about which card to play. Obviously, East must hold the king of spades as the whereabouts of the queen of spades would not bother him otherwise. Gullberg drew trumps in three rounds and played the jack (!) of spades from dummy. East, still not sure about the spade situation, covered with the king and declarer won with the ace. After three rounds of diamonds, ending in dummy, it was time to test the six of spades. East could not cover it and it was a simple matter for Gullberg to discard the seven of clubs and claim his contract.

It should be noted that Gullberg still could make his slam if East holds the seven of spades. He must then ruff the spade and play a low club from the closed hand. This line will succeed either if west holds the jack of clubs or if the king of clubs is in east’s hand.
